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PARLIAMENTARY ELECTION - 14. 11. 2024

Granting leave to all the employees in private sector enabling them to cast their vote in
national elections without loss of their salaries and personal leave.

All the employers in private sector are hereby informed that as proposed by the Chairman of the
Election Commission and recommended by the Human Rights Commission of Sri Lanka, the
following time periods should be granted to employees as special leave with pay, in order to travel
to their respective polling station from the workplace enabling them to cast their vote at the
parliamentary election to be held on 14. 11. 2024. The above-mentioned parliamentary election
will be held on Thursday, the 14 of November 2024 from 7.00 am to 4.00 pm.

Distance from the working place to the Minimum duration of leave to be granted
polling station
40 Km or less Half a day (}%)
Between 40 Km — 100 Km One day (1)
Between 100 Km — 150 Km One and half a day (1 %)
More than 150 Km Two days (2)

02. What is stated above is the minimum duration of leave to be granted and in cases where that
duration is not adequate, employers are required to grant 03 days leave to the respective employees
to travel to and from the polling station and the working place.

03.Provisions are provided for taking legal action against any employer who violates the
provisions stated in section 122 of the Parliamentary elections Act No 1 of 1981.

04. Employers in private sector are further informed that every employee who submits a written
leave request to cast the vote should be granted leave and that the duration of leave so granted
should be deemed as a special leave with pay for all the employees including casual workers and
that the leave so granted should be in addition to the employees’ normal leave entitlement.
